Science Center, and had a whale of a time exploring the pond habitat. At first, 

they were given a thorough introduction to the subject in the Science Center 

Lab. Soon after, they were sent out of the lab, and were set free to explore, 

experience and enjoy. They got a wonderful opportunity to actually use nets 

and catch the organisms from 6 different ponds. 

Later, they brought the small plants back to the lab, looked at them through 

microscopes and observed the specimens they had collected. They also 

examined small animals in detail. After that, they were then given a small 

booklet, and brushed through it for a short while.  

The teachers, Mrs.Trivedi and Mr.Conolly loved this experience, and so did most 

of the students. They really enjoyed being with the students and found this to 

be a very appropriate and convenient way to teach students about ecology.
